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Curriculum Intent

The SENtre curriculum is a personalised, play-based approach designed to develop the foundational skills required for lifelong learning.
We focus on building core learning behaviours such as attention, imitation, and engagement, enabling children to access a broad and balanced curriculum. 
Through structured teaching, repetition, and carefully planned activities, children are supported to develop communication, independence, and school readiness skills in a fun, engaging, and meaningful way. This is carried out by group activities and individualised targets. 
Our approach is tailored to each child, ensuring learning is receptive to their needs while promoting confidence, reducing anxiety, and supporting successful transitions into education settings.

Curriculum Structure – SENtre Stages

Stage 1: Engagement & Readiness
Focus: Attention, eye contact, engagement, tolerance to structure
Skills: Sitting, responding to name, early matching, cause & effect
Outcome: Child is ready to engage in structured learning

Stage 2: Foundation Learning
Focus: Imitation, matching, following instructions
Skills: Matching, imitation, early communication, turn-taking
Outcome: Child begins to learn how to learn

Stage 3: Skill Development
Focus: Communication, independence, early academics
Skills: Requesting, instructions, sorting, group activities
Outcome: Child can access structured learning with support

Stage 4: Application & Generalisation
Focus: Real-life use, school readiness
Skills: Independent communication, peer interaction, life skills
Outcome: Child is prepared for school or independence


Curriculum Areas

Linguistic Development
Intent: Develop communication
Implementation: Modelling, imitation, visuals, repetition
Outcome: Children express needs and follow instructions

Mathematical Development
Intent: Build early maths understanding
Implementation: Matching, sorting, patterns, counting
Outcome: Early problem-solving skills

Scientific Understanding
Intent: Develop curiosity
Implementation: Sensory play, cause & effect
Outcome: Explore environment confidently

Technological Understanding
Intent: Introduce technology
Implementation: Interactive tools, cause-effect toys
Outcome: Understand actions create outcomes

Human & Social Development
Intent: Social interaction
Implementation: Turn-taking, routines, modelling
Outcome: Build relationships

Physical Development
Intent: Coordination and independence
Implementation: Fine and gross motor activities
Outcome: Improved movement and control

Aesthetic & Creative Development
Intent: Encourage creativity
Implementation: Messy play, music, role play
Outcome: Express through creativity

PSHE
Intent: Independence and emotional wellbeing
Implementation: Routines, emotional support
Outcome: Confidence and regulation
